AWARDS

Ben John Small Memorial Award
This award is presented to a professional member who has attained exemplary proficiency and outstanding stature as a practicing specifications writer.  Nominee shall be a Certified Construction Specifier (CCS).
Dale C. Moll Memorial Quality Management Award
This award is presented to an individual, team, firm, or organization whose continued commitment to the implementation, promotion, or enhancement of the quality management process has led to improvements in the construction industry.  Quality Management is the process by which management continually identifies and meets customers' requirements by inspiring and empowering its employees to make better decisions through continuous quality improvement.  

Environmental Sensitivity Award
This award is presented to an individual, team, chapter, region, firm, or organization for demonstrating environmental stewardship by:  promoting environmental awareness in the construction industry; practicing sustainable design; or educating other in the advantages of designing for sustainability. 

Construction Technology Award
This award is presented to an individual, team, firm, or organization for: Development or use of new materials; methods, technology or project delivery systems; or Development or use of existing materials, methods or technology in a new or innovative manner.

Distinguished Service Award
The Distinguished Service Award is presented to an individual who has rendered distinguished service in the advancement of the Institute's mission or in its administration.  This award is one of the highest forms of recognition the Institute can bestow.

Organizational Certificate of Appreciation
The Organizational Certificate of Appreciation is awarded to a firm, organization, or association for exceptional accomplishments that promote the mission of the Institute or for exceptional liaison work with the Institute.  This is the highest Award the Institute can bestow on a firm, organization, or association.

Robert P. Brosseau Memorial Award
This award is presented to an industry or associate member who has rendered outstanding service to further the mission and programs of the Institute.  Nominee shall be an industry or associate member. Retired, Honorary, and Emeritus members who formerly held industry member status are also eligible.

J. Norman Hunter Memorial Award
This award is presented to an individual, team, or chapter for attaining special advancement in the field of education or the establishment of educational facilities in specification writing.  Nominee shall be a member of CSI.  In the case of a team, a majority number of members of the team shall be CSI members, or the team shall be a CSI Committee or CSI Task Team.
Andrew J. Drozda Memorial Academic Affairs Commendation
This award is presented to an individual or team that has made significant contributions to enhance the image and recognition of CSI, with one or more institutions offering construction-related curricula. 

Student Liaison Award
This award is presented to an individual, team, chapter, or region for preparing students of construction-related curricula to make a difference in the construction community.  This award is focused on the grass-roots efforts, direct contact, and relationships with student members, rather than on relationships with institutions.  Nominee shall be a member of CSI.  In the case of a team, a majority number of members shall be CSI members.

Service Commendation
This award is presented to an individual, team, chapter, or region that has made significant contributions to the technical or educational programs or goals of the Institute.   The award recognizes contributions above and beyond those normally performed as part of a chapter’s educational or technical programs.  Nominee shall be a member of CSI.  In the case of a team, a majority number shall be CSI members.  

Technical Document Citation
This award is presented to an individual, firm, or organization for a single outstanding accomplishment in technical writing other than project specifications.  Document shall have been published within the previous two years of the nomination deadline.  

Continuing Publication Commendation
This award is presented to an individual, team, firm, organization, chapter, or region for a continuing publication of interest to or related to CSI.  To be considered continuing, such publication must be issued not less than four times per year.  Continuing publications include, but are note limited to; paper copy newsletters, electronically transmitted newsletters, and syndicated columns.  Documents submitted for consideration must have been published within the previous 12 months of the nomination deadline.  Nominee shall be a member of CSI.  In the case of a team, firm, or organization, a majority shall be CSI members.

Special Publication Commendation
This award is presented to an individual, team, firm, organization, chapter, or region for a non-continuing publication that is of interest to or related to CSI.  Special publications are those that are published less often than four times per year.  Special publications include, but are not limited to: rosters, directories, posters, calendars, operating guides, videos, and non-CSI publications.  Special publications do not include project specifications or technical documents.  The publication submitted for consideration must have been published within 12 months prior to the nomination deadline.  Nominee shall be a member of CSI.  In the case of a team, firm, or organization, a majority shall be CSI members.

Electronic Publication Commendation
This award is presented to an individual, team, firm, organization, chapter, or region for a continuing or single special electronic publication related to the design and construction industry or to the activities of CSI.  An electronic publication is one that is created and distributed entirely in electronic format and takes advantage of electronic technology in its making.  An electronically transmitted copy of a document is not considered an Electronic Publication.  Electronic publications include, but are note limited to; websites and electronic project management publications.  The publication must have been published within 12 months prior to the nomination deadline.  

The Michelangelo Buonarroti Award “The Master”
The award is presented to pay tribute to an individual for a lifetime of distinguished, innovative service to the design and construction industry, thereby exhibiting excellence in the mastery of creating and sustaining the built environment.
